The Public Offer to provide voluntary charitable irrevocable assistance

This Public Offer (hereinafter also—the Offer) is addressed to an indefinite number of individuals and
legal entities (hereinafter—the Benefactor or the Philanthropist) - visitors to the website
solomiyamag.com (hereinafter referred to as "the website"), and is an official and public offer of the
SOLOMIA COLLECTIVE NGO (hereinafter - "the Organisation” or NGO ) (National State
Registry of Ukrainian Enterprises and Organizations code 45256869), represented by the
Executive Director Kazarin Vsevolod Olegovich, acting on the basis of the Charter, to enter into a
charitable non-refundable donation agreement (hereinafter referred to as the "Agreement"), the subject
and essential terms of which are set out below:

1. Terms and definitions:

1.1. The Public Offer (Offer) - a proposal of the Organisation, published on the website
solomiyamag.com to provide a charitable donation addressed to an unlimited number of persons - the
Benefactor / the Philanthropist.

1.2. The Acceptance - a full and unconditional acceptance of the Public Offer by making actions to
make a money transfer using payment options and details published on the Website, as well as by
transferring funds to the current account of the Organization through bank institutions. The Public
Offer is considered as accepted since the date of the funds received on the bank account of the
Organisation.

1.3. The Charitable donation (Donation) - a charitable transfer of funds by the Philanthropist to the
Organization for the implementation of its statutory activities - organisation and support of cultural,
artistic and educational projects aimed at developing and popularising Ukrainian contemporary art
and culture in Ukraine and abroad, supporting artists in Ukraine, developing their creative activity,
promoting their professional development, in particular, promoting the creation and production of
printed and audiovisual products that meet the purpose and activities of the Organization. The subject
matter of this Agreement shall not be the receipt of profit directly or indirectly by any of the Parties to
the Agreement.

2. The Subject of the Agreement:

2.1. The subject of the Agreement is a gratuitous and voluntary transfer of funds (non-refundable
financial assistance) by the Philanthropist to the Organisation through charitable donations for the
implementation of the statutory activities - organisation and support of cultural, artistic and
educational projects aimed at the development and popularisation of Ukrainian contemporary art and
culture in Ukraine and abroad, support of artists in Ukraine, development of their creative activity,
promotion of their professional development, in particular, promoting the creation and development of
printed and audiovisual products that meet the purpose and activities of the Public Organisation. - in
the framework of achieving the objectives in accordance with the Charter of the Organization.

2.2. The Benefactor independently determines the amount of the Donation.



2.3. Profit is not the subject of the Agreement.

2.4. Acceptance of the Public Offer means that the Benefactor agrees with all its provisions, is
familiar with the Charter of the Organization, fully aware of its actions and agrees to the public
fundraising (collection of Donations) and the right of the Organization to use the Donation to carry
out statutory activities.

2.5. The Philanthropist and the Organization, guided by Article 207, part 2 of Art. 639, art. 641, 642
of the Civil Code of Ukraine, agree that since the moment of Acceptance the Agreement is considered
concluded in writing, without signing a written copy. However, the Parties agree that failure of the
parties to comply with the written form of the Agreement does not mean its invalidity.

3. IlIpasa ta 060B’sa3xu Opranizanii Ta baaroniiinuka
3.1. The Organization has the right to:

3.1.1. receive Donations and use it in accordance with the subject and terms of this
Agreement;

3.1.2. change the directions of use of Donations within the statutory activities of the
Organization — without the approval of the Benefactor.

3.2. The Benefactor has the right to:

3.2.1. control over the intended use of the Donation;

3.2.2. have access to the financial statements of the Organization—upon written request.
3.2.3. receive additional information on the activities of the Organization—in the manner and
within the time limits provided by the legislation of Ukraine.

4. How to use Donations:

4.1. Donations collected under the Agreement are used exclusively for the implementation of the
statutory activities of the Organisation - organisation and support of cultural, artistic and educational
projects aimed at the development and popularisation of Ukrainian contemporary art and culture in
Ukraine and abroad, support of artists in Ukraine, development of their creative activity, promotion of
their professional development - in the framework of achieving the objectives in accordance with the
Charter of the Organization.

4.2. The Organization uses Donations at its own discretion.

4.3. For the purpose of transparent communication with Philanthropists, the Organization informs
here that within the amount of received Donations, in order to ensure daily continuous operation of
the Project (including processing of applications, accounting and legal support of the Project,
communications and other operational needs aimed at the implementation of the Project and
consistent with the statutory activities of the Organization) the Organization may allocate on a
monthly basis an amount of not more than 95 subsistence minimums for able-bodied persons for such
activities.

4.4. In case of use of the donation contrary to the subject and terms of this Agreement, the
Organization is obliged to return the money to the Benefactor upon his/her written request. Refunds
are made by transferring the Donation to the Benefactor's bank account according to the details
specified in the written request.



5. Territory and term of Donations collection:
5.1. Public collection of Donations is held all over the world.
5.2. The public collection of Donations lasts until the date of liquidation of the Organization, unless
otherwise specified by the Organization.
6. Expenses related to the transfer of Donations:
6.1. Expenses related to the transfer of charitable donations (fees for the money/funds transfers, taxes,

etc.) are due to the Benefactor.

7. Personal data:

7.1. By making the Acceptance, the Benefactor confirms that he/she is acquainted with the provisions
of the Law of Ukraine "On Personal Data Protection" and gives his/her consent to the processing of
his/her personal data by the Organization.

7.2. The Benefactor agrees that after entering the information about him-/herself during the Donation
transfer, letters and messages, including advertisements, may be sent to the Benefactor's e-mail
address or contact telephone number. And, in addition, the Organization has the right to publish on the
Website or in any mass media the Benefactor’ surname, name and patronymic or name of the legal
entity as the Philanthropist of the Organization.

7.3. The Organization undertakes not to pass information about the Benefactor to third parties, except
as provided by current legislation of Ukraine.
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
